Any family that is not 

registered to pay their 

tuition for next school 

year will need to go to 

our website and click 

on the FACTS tuition 

management link.  You 

will be asked to choose 

1, 4 or 10 payments 

and this must be 

completed by May 31, 

2026 for your child to 

be placed on a class list 

for next year.  If you 

are choosing to pay 

your tuition up -front 

and not register on 

FACTS for the coming 

school year, you will 

need to pay the school 

directly by August 1, 

2026.  ***Please note, 

if you do not pay your 

tuition in full by 

August 1 st, or register 

on FACTS for tuition 

withdrawals for the 

2026-27 school year, an 

additional fee of $100 

per month will be 

added to your 

tuition.***
